Digital Writing Book Report Instructions

. This month’s genre is biography (or autobiography). Students must choose a
book of this genre from the approved classic reading list (or a medal award
winner). If there is a book that your child would like to read that is not on this
list, email me for approval.

. With help from an adult, students must use a computer to produce and publish
an informative/explanatory paragraph about the person of focus in the book that
was read.

. The report must include the title and author of the book that was read, a photo,
and 4 (or more) sentences about the person of focus in the book that was read.
(see attached example)

. Students must use a variety of tools to produce and publish their writing. This
includes selecting font type/size, adding photo(s), clip art, and/or a boarder. The
finished report must be typed.

. Students must use correct writing conventions. This includes correct spelling,
punctuation, capitalization, and grammar.

. This book report is due on: Thurs day, February 28th. Points will be
deducted for book reports turned in after the due date.
